Romans 3:7 (NKJV) - "Where is boasting then? It is excluded. By what law? Of works?
No, but by the law of faith.” (THE LAW OF FAITH)

James 2:8 (NKJV) - "“If you really fulfill the royal law according to the Scripture, "You
shall love your neighbor as yourself,” you do well.” (THE LAW OF LOVE)

Galatians 6:6 — 10 (NKJV) - "6 Let him who is taught the word share in all good
things with him who teaches. 7 Do not be deceived, God is not mocked; for whatever a
man sows, that he will also reap. & For he who sows to his flesh will of the flesh reap
corruption, but he who sows to the Spirit will of the Spirit reap everlasting life. ° And let
us not grow weary while doing good, for in due season we shall reap if we do not lose
heart. 1° Therefore, as we have opportunity, let us do good to all, especially to those
who are of the household of faith.” (THE LAW OF SOWING AND REAPING)

Romans 8:2 (NKJV) - “For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has made me
free from the law of sin and death.” (THE LAW OF THE SPIRIT OF LIFE IN CHRIST)
THERE ARE FOUR (4) SPIRITUAL LAWS I WANT TO INTRODUCE YOU TO AND
REMIND YOU OF THAT ARE REALLY BIG KEYS TO OUR "LIVING REALLY LOUD”
FOR THE LORD BY OUR INCREASE, ABUNDANCE AND ADVANCEMENT FOR HIM
AND HIS GLORY!

THE LAW OF LOVE: James 2:8 (NK3JV) - "“If you really fulfill the royal law according
to the Scripture, "You shall love your neighbor as yourself,” you do well.” (THE LAW OF
LOVE)

Mark 11:25 — 26 (NKJV) - ?° "And whenever you stand praying, if you have anything

against anyone, forgive him, that your Father in heaven may also forgive you your tres-

passes. 26 But if you do not forgive, neither will your Father in heaven forgive your tres-
passes.” (WALKING IN FORGIVENESS)

John 13:34 — 35 (NKJV) - (THE NT COMMANDMENT OF LOVE)

Galatians 5:13 - 14 (NKJV); Romans 13:8 — 10 (NKJV) God is love. We are also

love children of a love God.

(] LOVE NEVER FAILS! LOVE PREVAILS! LOVE ALWAYS WINS! Everything in life
responds and works by faith, but faith works by LOVE. (Galatians 5:6) Our faith is
operative, activated and energized by and through the LOVE OF GOD.

e As Christian believers we all possess the spiritual capacity to walk in love and walk
in forgiveness. Romans 5:5 (NKJV) This LOVE that is shed abroad in our hearts
(our spirits) is the God-kind of Love. It is not natural human love — which is selfish
and self-centered.

What are the key Characteristics of the Love of God?

1% — Love is COMPASSIONATE Psalm 145:8, 9 (NKJV) Compassion
= an intense, eager yearning to do good.

2™ - Love is a CHOICE Love is not a FEELING, it is a CHOICE! It is in the
“Spiritual Class” and not in the “"Emotional Class” 1 John 3:23

3" - Love is a COMMITMENT This is a commitment to meet the needs of
another for the rest of your life without asking for anything in return.
(Hebrews 13:5 - 6)

4% - L ove is CARING This CARING is an anticipation of one needs. It is
anticipating the others needs and meeting / fulfilling it. Romans 5:8
(NKJV) Only one weapon can solve the problems that tear
people apart - Loving One Another. 1 John 3:11, 23 (NKJV)
Born-again Christian believers are to love: (1*) - Unconditionally.
(Romans 5:7, 8). (2") - Sacrificially. (1 John 3:16 — 18). And
(3) - Personally. (1 John 4:20, 21).
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
