• THE PLAN AND PROCESS TO “GO”: 

 
• PRAYER: Read 1 Timothy 2:1-8. Pray first! Add people to your prayer list as directed 

and prompted by the Holy Spirit. Prayer is proof that you trust God! (Example: 
Abraham’s Intercession for Sodom and Gomorrah – Genesis 18)  

• PREPARE: Faith Prepares! Faith gets ready! The greatest demonstration that you are 
really believing and expecting is by what you prepare for! 

o WE NEED TO PREPARE SPIRITUALLY AND NATURALLY FOR THIS SEASON 
OF GOING IN OUR LIFE! James 2:17 (NLT) – “So you see, faith by itself isn’t 
enough. Unless it produces good deeds, it is dead and useless.” 

• PURPOSE: (Acts 26:16 – 19)  
• PERFORM: WHAT AM I DOING (PERFORMING)? (1) Everyone actively engaged in 

showing Christ and sharing Christ to people in their world and sphere of influence 
effectively through the Word and by the power of the Holy Spirit [Romans 1:16; Acts 
1:8; 2 Corinthians 5:18 - 20] (2) Each one, reach one! [Matthew 4:19; Mark 1:17] (3) 
Being active in the Ministry of Reconciliation! (Read 2 Corinthians 5:17 – 21) 

• God has no need to be reconciled to humanity, but humans have a desperate need to 
be reconciled to Him. Imputting means “keeping track of, entering into the record.” 
Through the finished works of Jesus Christ our Lord, every believer’s record of sin is 
blotted out and he or she is reconciled to the Father. Since Jesus no longer walks this 
earth in the flesh, His people are His ambassadors and our message is this: “be 
reconciled to God!”  Reconciliation: [Two Parts] (1) Call to Attention – What God did 
for us through Christ (2) Call to Action – Be Reconciled to God; How? (Romans 10:9 – 
10, 13)  
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
