1 John 1:3 - 7 (NKJV) — “*that which we have seen and heard we declare to you, that you also may have fel-

lowship with us; and truly our fellowship is with the Father and with His Son Jesus Christ.  And these things

we write to you that your joy may be full. * This is the message which we have heard from Him and declare to

you, that God is light and in Him is no darkness at all. 6 If we say that we have fellowship with Him, and walk in

darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth. 7 But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellow-

ship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin.”

PRACTICES OF A SPIRIT-EMPOWERED PARTNERSHIP: Philippians 2:1 - 4 (NKJV) — “/Therefore if there is

any consolation in Christ, if any comfort of love, if any fellowship of the Spirit, if any affection and mercy,

2 fulfill my joy by being like-minded, having the same love, being of one accord, of one mind. ? Let nothing be
done through selfish ambition or conceit, but in lowliness of mind let each esteem others better than him-
self. 4 Let each of you look out not only for his own interests, but also for the interests of others.”

° Paul, by the inspiration of the Holy Spirit, sets a standard for our PARTNERSHIP and
among believers by showing us the example Jesus Christ our Lord gave us through His
humility and His exaltation. Paul lists areas in which the Holy Spirit every believer.

These areas are not something we attain, but what we already possess by having received this power at
the point of salvation (New Birth).

° These four verses, | believe, outline and highlight some SPIRIT-EMPOWERED PRACTICES for us to be
ENGAGED, EMPOWERED and EFFECTIVE in our PARTNERSHIP:

L] Practice #1: = encouragement, exhortation in Christ.

° Practice #2: of Love = persuasion of (from) love

o Practice #3: of the Spirit = partnership of the Spirit. We do not encourage each other
from our own strength but from the power of the Holy Spirit Who is in intimate PARTNERSHIP with us.

o Practice #4: and Mercies = affections and compassions.

o Practice #5: Be Like- = Live in Unity Read Psalms 133 (NKJV) Attitude is everything!

Attitudes are the foundation upon which actions are built, and these young believers, like us, needed an
attitude of SUBMISSION and SERVANTHOOD to produce

o Practice #6 = Let Nothing Be Done Through or

° Practice #7 = In Lowliness Of Mind Esteem Others Better Than Yourself
and don’t go together.
