Opening Scripture Text: Psalms 62:1 - 2 (NKJV) – “1 Truly my soul silently waits for God; from Him comes my 

salvation. 2 He only is my rock and my salvation; He is my defense; I shall not be greatly moved.”

strength); and (3rd) He IS our ______________ [meaning our High Fortress; our High Tower; our Refuge – that 

is inaccessible to the enemy and adversaries].  

• Friends, our lives, our marriages and our homes/families are to be built with UNSHAKEABLE __________ in 

God, on the Word of God and on the things of God. This is the only way to keep it from struggling, shaking 

and shattering apart! 

• We shared in previous weeks the importance, impact and imperative of __________________ and ALIGNING 

and ______________ and _______________ in our marriage, family and Church Family relationships.  These 

are so vital to accomplish or achieve anything of significance for God to the glory of God!  

o Remember, everyone in your life is of consequence to you.  They either take you closer to or 

draw you further from the Will of God for your life.  

• And as we shared last week, there are three types of people you have in and out of your life: (1) 

_____________________ = people who are always trying to take you backwards and downwards. They want 

to take you back to where you came from. They continue remind you of yesterday. They take you back to life 

and activities BEFORE Christ or a lifestyle OUTSIDE of Christ. And if you are not IN CHRIST you are IN 

_____________. Read Romans 12:1 – 2 (NKJV) (Read Romans 12:1 – 2 NLT) What you do with and in your 

body is big, big deal to The Lord – it matters to God.  

• Read Romans 12:1 – 2 (MSG) He wants us not to ________________ to the world’s standards and the social 

fads and customs of our day. He wants us to live: HOLY, HONORABLE and HONEST lives in our bodies. 

Read Proverbs 18:20 – 21 (NLT)  
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o 2 Timothy 3:12 (NKJV) – “Yes, and all who desire to live godly in Christ Jesus will suffer 

persecution.” 

o We are called to live ____________ lives in all aspects and areas of our life. Our standards outlined 

in God’s Word shouldn’t be COMPROMISED.  But the enemy knows you won’t jump from 

GODLINESS to UNGODLINESS overnight. But he will deceive you and plant seeds of tolerance in 

you towards the “lust of the flesh” and “desires of the flesh” so that you accept and tolerate 

lifestyle, behaviors and beliefs that are not of God and not backed in God’s Holy Word.  

o ____________________ is the first big step to CONFORMITY! 

o John 7:7 (NKJV) – “The world cannot hate you, but it hates Me because I testify of it that its works 

are evil.” 

o John 15:18 – 19 (NKJV) – “18 “If the world hates you, you know that it hated Me before it hated you. 
19 If you were of the world, the world would love its own. Yet because you are not of the world, but I 

chose you out of the world, therefore the world hates you.” 

▪ For saying things like: (1) 1 Corinthians 11:3 (NKJV) (2) What we shared from 

Ephesians, Colossians and 1 Timothy about _________________, ___________and 

RESPECT and LOVE that should occur in the Marriage and Family.
