Mark 11:22 – 26 (NKJV) – “22 So Jesus answered and said to them, “Have faith in God. 23 For assuredly, I say to 
you, whoever says to this mountain, ‘Be removed and be cast into the sea,’ and does not doubt in his heart, but 
believes that those things he says will be done, he will have whatever he says. 24 Therefore I say to you, whatever 
things you ask when you pray, believe that you receive them, and you will have them. 25 “And whenever you stand 
praying, if you have anything against anyone, forgive him, that your Father in heaven may also forgive you your 
trespasses. 26 But if you do not forgive, neither will your Father in heaven forgive your trespasses.”

• PRAISE CURE POINT #5: WE PRAISE GOD FOR HIS _______________________ TO HIS WORD! 

o (1) His Word will not return to Him Void (Isaiah 55:11); (2) Our Father God is ready to 

PERFORM His Word! (Jeremiah 1:12); (3) God is not a liar. If He said it He will DO it, if God 

spoke it, He will make it GOOD! (Nehemiah 23:19); (4) His Covenant He will not break nor alter 

the thing that has gone from His mouth (Psalms 89:34); (5) The Word of His Grace is able to 

build us up and make us WISE unto salvation (2 Timothy 3:15); (6) Heaven and Earth will pass 

away His Words will by no means pass away (Matthew 24:35; Mark 13:31; Luke 21:33); (7) 

His promises contain the POWER in them to bring it to pass in our lives (2 Peter 1:2 – 4); (8) God 

is able to KEEP from falling and failing in our faith in His Word (Jude 24 – 25).

o (TPT) - Your promises are the source of my bubbling joy; the revelation of your word thrills me 

like one who has discovered hidden treasure.”
