THE LAW OF IDENTIFICATION   

• 2 Corinthians 5:17 (NKJV) – “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things 
have passed away; behold, all things have become new.” 

• IDENTIFICATION = is defined as considering or treating as the same; the condition or fact of 
being the same in all qualities under consideration.  

• God identified with us with Christ in His death, burial, resurrection, and seating in Heaven. 
He embraced our condition so that we might live in Him and He might live in us! This is the 
glory and the mystery of Christianity – the power of the believer’s identification with Christ!  

• Like we mentioned before, _________________ God did IN CHRIST, He did for you and me, and it 
is credited to our account as if we did it.  Jesus did it on our behalf.  

• Our ____________ is wrapped up with “Who you are in Christ” and “What you have in Him”.  

• Ephesians 2:5, 6 Phillips Translation – “He gave us life together with Christ, and hath raised us 
up together and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus.”

The whole Bible is really 
about two men – the first Adam and the last Adam.  

• One man, Adam, affected everyone who was ever born.  Adam’s sin affected the whole human 
race.  

• YOU CAN NO LONGER IDENTIFY WITH JUST YOUR ______________ FAMILY, YOU ARE NOW 
IDENTFIED WITH CHRIST! YOUR ______________ IDENTITY (WHO YOU ARE IN CHRIST) AND 
YOUR _________________ IDENTITY (WHO YOU ARE IN THE BODY OF CHRIST). THERE IS NO 
HOPE FOR MAN’S CONDITION WITHOUT JESUS CHRIST.  

• A LAW OF IDENTIFICATION: 2 Corinthians 5:14 (NKJV) – “For the love of Christ compels us, 
because we judge thus: that if One died for all, then all died.”  

• How could Jesus Christ, one man, die on the cross and His death be for every man? It is simply a 
Law of ___________________. We were all identified with one man, Adam, and affected by him. 
This one man affected every person.  

o God simply took the same law that allowed one man, Adam, to mess up everyone, and 
allowed one man, Jesus Christ, to die for everyone.
