It’s trying to split up churches and 

separate members of the Body of Christ, knowing, even if we sometimes forget, that the saying, 

United we stand, divided we fall, is not just an old adage—it’s spiritual law. As Jesus put it, “Every 



Teaching Outline – “In Christ Vs in Crisis” by Pastor Ed Woodus                                                          P a g e  | 3 

 

kingdom divided against itself is brought to desolation; and every city or house divided 

against itself shall not stand” (Matthew 12:25).
