THE ANOINTING ON CHRIST AND IN AND ON US! 
Read Acts 10:38 (NKJV) and (AMPC)   

• Understand this, the terms “the anointing,” “the Holy Spirit” and “power” are virtually synonymous.   

• This simply means, that we are able to use these terms interchangeably when discussing the subject of

• Concerning the individual ________________, we know that God anoints individuals to ________________. 

There are different offices in which God calls them to minister – the office of the apostle, prophet, 

evangelist, pastor, and teacher. Jesus stood in all five of them, so He had the _________________ that goes 

with every office. 

• Jesus had the _______________ without ______________: John 3:34 (NKJV) – “For He whom God has sent 

speaks the words of God, for God does not give the Spirit by measure.” 

• When we think of the Name Jesus Christ - for most the word Christ is simply Jesus’ last name or title. It 
holds no weight or importance in their minds, and yet it is so much more.

• Jesus was anointed to prosper others, heal, liberate – (1) GIVE FREEDOM (spiritually, mentally, 
physically and financially); (2) give sight – REVELATION, remove oppression and depression, spiritual 
dullness, density and darkness; and (3) RECLAIM, RESTORE and REINSTATE man’s previous rights 
and authority over God’s creation. Like Jesus, we have been completely covered with God’s 
supernatural ability to accomplish what only God can do. 
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• We have been _________________ and ___________________ by the Lord for such a time as this! 

• 1 Corinthians 1:19 – 22 (NKJV) – “19 For the Son of God, Jesus Christ, who was preached among you by 
us—by me, Silvanus, and Timothy—was not Yes and No, but in Him was Yes. 20 For all the promises of God in 
Him are Yes, and in Him Amen, to the glory of God through us. 21 Now He who establishes us with you in 
Christ and has anointed us is God, 22 Who also has sealed us and given us the Spirit in our hearts as a 
guarantee.” 

• There is an ANOINTING _____ us for SERVICE; and there is an ANOINTING ______ us for SPECIFIC, 
SITUATIONAL and SUDDEN things you need know, do and work through in life.  

• Acts 1:8 (NKJV) –  “But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be 
witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.” 

o This is ANOINTING and POWER of the Holy Spirit ______ you for your SERVICE as a Believer and 
Christ-follower. Primarily this is for SERVING others and public causes and commissions of Christ.  

• 1 John 2:20, 27 (NKJV) – “20 But you have an anointing from the Holy One, and you know all things. 
27 But the anointing which you have received from Him abides in you, and you do not need that anyone 
teach you; but as the same anointing teaches you concerning all things, and is true, and is not a lie, and 
just as it has taught you, you will abide in Him.” 

o This is ANOINTING and POWER of the Holy Spirit ______ you for STRENGTH, SKILL, SUPPORT 
and SPECIFIC knowledge, wisdom and know-how and know-when.  

• We are a thousand times bigger and better on the inside than on the outside! The Greater One, the 

Mighty Holy Spirit lives on the inside of us (1 John 4:4). 

CHARACTERISTICS OF THE HEALING ANOINTING: 

• What is the Anointing again? – Isaiah 10:27 (NKJV) – “It shall come to pass in that day. That his burden 

will be taken away from your shoulder, and his yoke from your neck. And the yoke will be destroyed because 

of the anointing oil.” (The burden removing, yoke destroying power of God). 

• The Way the Anointing ________ first is that it is: (1) _____________________. Matthew 14:35 – 36 (NKJV) 
– “35 And when the men of that place recognized Him, they sent out into all that surrounding region, 
brought to Him all who were sick, 36 and begged Him that they might only touch the hem of His garment. 
And as many as touched it were made perfectly well.” Ex: Read Mark 5:27 (KJV) /Acts 19:11 – 12 (KJV)  

• The Anointing is also: (2) ____________________. Read 2 Kings 2:9 (KJV)  

• The Anointing is also: (3) ____________________. The word “tangible” means perceptible to the touch. In 
other words, something that is _______________ is capable of being touched. In the account of the 
women with the issue of blood in Mark chapter 5 the anointing was _______________ because Jesus knew 
immediately when that power went out of Him. Jesus was aware of an outflow of that healing power, and 
the woman was aware of the reception of that power. So, the power had to have been tangible.  

o Here’s where faith and yieldedness is so crucial to prevent: (1) Squandering (2) Short-
circuiting or (3) Suppressing the _________ and _________________ of the Anointing and power 
administered and ministered to a person.  

• Healing Anointing is different from the Ministry Anointing. _______________ is by ____________. 
Meaning, we need to understand that healing is by degree. And the degree of healing is determined by 
two conditions: (1) The _____________ of healing power administered to the body, and (2) the 
___________ of faith released by the individuals to give action to that healing power.   Mark 5:34 (KJV) – 
“…Daughter, thy faith hath made thee whole…”. It was The Lord’s POWER, but it was her FAITH that gave 
action to that POWER.
