• PRAISE AND WORSHIP POWER POINT #6: The ____________ between BELIEVING and RECEIVING is 
REJOICING! WHEN WE STOP REJOICING, WE STOP RECEIVING FROM GOD. 

• PRAISE AND WORSHIP POWER POINT #7: ____________ complains, worries and is sad, but 

___________ rejoices, gives thanks and is glad. 

• Read Philippians 3:1 – 3 (NKJV) and Philippians 4:4 (NKJV) and 1 Thessalonians 5:16 – 18 (NKJV) - 
He is the Lord of your life. A wicked Vice, an evil Villain or a deadly Virus is not Lord over your life – Jesus 
Christ is Lord! This is why you rejoice, pray (praise) and give thanks.  

• As a Scriptural reminder, how often should we __________ the Lord? Psalms 113:3 – “From the rising of 
the sun unto the going down of the same the Lord’s name is to be praised.” 

• ____________ is the easiest way to remove mountains and overcome difficulties. ___________ will get your 
eyes off the conflict and onto the Champion and Conqueror.  

• ___________ lifts us up to another dimension in God’s grace where our attention is not focused on the 
dilemma, but on our Deliver, the Lord Jesus Christ.  

• ___________ helps keep the flesh in check. ______________ God helps us overcome negative emotions 
that may try to dominate us. _________________ God helps our spirits stay in control instead of our flesh or 
our emotions taking over and dominating. (Ref Ephesians 6:10; Colossians 3:1 -17). 

• _______________ God in the midst of any situation encourages our faith and causes us to be able to 
rise above any situation or circumstance, no matter what it is. PRAISE and WORSHIP keeps us from 
getting ensnared in the complexities of the problem and helps us get caught up in God instead! 

• God’s _________________ Presence is our aim and goal of our PRAISE and WORSHIP! 
o God’s Presence brings _________________: Psalms 65:4 (NLT) – “What joy for those who choose 

to bring near those who live in your holy courts. What festivities await us inside Your holy 
Temple.” 

o God’s Presence _______________ the Right People: People are attracted to us because they are 
attracted to God. Our lives should be distinguished because God hangs out with us, not for what 
we have or what we can do. When God is with us, people are drawn to us and they don’t know 
why. (Read Exodus 33:15 – 16 (KJV)). 

o God’s Presence brings _____________: (Read Psalms 91:9 – 16). 
▪ God’s Presence Protects Us and Gives Us Security. 
▪ God Takes Dominion Over Our Environment 
▪ God Disarms Satan’s distracting, disrupting, and discouraging thoughts in our minds. 

The devil either makes us bad or busy so we make ourselves unavailable to God or 
uncomfortable in praise and worship. It other words, Satan does all he can to keep 
God’s power and authority from showing up in our lives. ____________ in your everyday 
life _______________ you by disarming Satan before his assault gains momentum. He 
becomes confused and thinks something is wrong with him because your praise in 
difficult circumstances makes no sense to him.
