PRINCIPLES OF THE LAW OF FAITH 
Read Mark 11:22 – 26 (NKJV)  

• PRINCIPLE #1: That we all have been given the SAME ____________________ of the God-kind of faith!  
o Romans 12:3 (KJV) tell us – “For I say, through the grace given unto me, to every man that is 

among you, not to think of himself more highly than he ought to think; but to think soberly, 
according as God hath dealt to every man the measure of faith.” 

• PRINCIPLE #2: We are reminded in Verse 23 and 24 of Mark 11 and we learn from these verses that

• PRINCIPLE #3: We also learn that the most basic principle and practice of Law of ___________ is to 
believe with your heart and say with your mouth: (1st) FAITH ______________ WITH THE HEART: Romans 
10:10 (NKJV) – “For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is 
made unto salvation.”

“For every child of God defeats this evil world, and we achieve this victory through our faith.”  
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• PRINCIPLE #5: Jesus is the ________________ of our faith and He will help us _________________ it if we 
put His ___________ first place. Hebrews 12:2 (NLT) – “We do this by keeping our eyes on Jesus, the 
champion Who initiates and perfects our faith. Because of the joy awaiting Him, He endured the cross, 
disregarding its shame.

• PRINCIPLE #6: Our ___________ won’t ___________ if we don’t walk in ___________ or walk in 
____________________. Mark 11:25 – 26 (NKJV) - 25 “And whenever you stand praying, if you have 
anything against anyone, forgive him, that your Father in heaven may also forgive you your trespasses. 
26 But if you do not forgive, neither will your Father in heaven forgive your trespasses.” 

• PRINCIPLE #7: Evidence of active faith is that if we are believing to receive, we _______________ and we 
are ___________________ and full of ______________. Romans 4:20 – 22 (NKJV) – “20 He did not waver at 
the promise of God through unbelief, but was strengthened in faith, giving glory to God, 21 and being 
fully convinced that what He had promised He was also able to perform. 22 And therefore “it was 
accounted to him for righteousness.” 

o Fully persuaded and fully convinced FAITH is the FAITH that GIVES GLORY (Praise and Thanks) 
to God! We said this truth many times: DOUBT – complains, worries and is sad; FAITH – rejoices, 
gives thanks and is glad. 

• Remember, Dr. Lilian B. Yeoman said in her Book “His Healing Power”. “We can stand on God’s Word for 
salvation and healing after we have met God’s conditions and grounded every weapon of rebellion. We 
can praise our way through to perfect manifested victory. This I call the praise cure, and it never fails 
when the praise is the outflow of a heart resting on God’s unchanging Word. Faith _____________!  

• 1 Peter 1:6 – 9 (NKJV) – “6 In this you greatly rejoice, though now for a little while, if need be, you have 
been grieved by various trials, 7 that the genuineness of your faith, being much more precious than 
gold that perishes, though it is tested by fire, may be found to praise, honor, and glory at the revelation of 
Jesus Christ, 8 whom having not seen you love. Though now you do not see Him, yet believing, you 
rejoice with joy inexpressible and full of glory, 9 receiving the end of your faith—the salvation 
of your souls.” 
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
