There
are steps to faith for people who have this approach. Faith is a checklist for them. At some point, it ceases
to be faith, and just becomes a formula. It isn't genuine. Others approach asa
Faith a relationship. This is how we all should approach faith. These verses give us some insights.
o Mark 11:22 (NLT) - “Then Jesus said to the disciples, “Have faith in God.” - This tells our
faith is to be in.
o Read Romans 10:17 (NKJV) - This tells us that our faith with God and

His Word should be present-tense, active and ongoing (continuous).
o Read Romans 12:3 (NKJV) and 2 Corinthians 4:13 (NKJV) and 2 Peter 1:1 (NKJV)
