14 He will bring me glory by telling you 
whatever he receives from me. 15 All that belongs to the Father is mine; this is why I said, ‘The Spirit will tell you 
whatever he receives from me.’”

WHO IS THE HOLY SPIRIT – OUR JESUS LIKE COMFORTER, THE HELPER INSIDE OF YOU! 

John 14:15 – 17, 26 (AMPC) – “15 If you [really] love Me, you will keep (obey) My commands. 
16 And I will ask the Father, and He will give you another Comforter (Counselor, Helper, Intercessor, Advocate, 
Strengthener, and Standby), that He may remain with you forever—17 The Spirit of Truth, Whom the world cannot 
receive (welcome, take to its heart), because it does not see Him or know and recognize Him. But you know and 
recognize Him, for He lives with you [constantly] and will be in you. 26 But the Comforter (Counselor, Helper, 
Intercessor, Advocate, Strengthener, Standby), the Holy Spirit, Whom the Father will send in My name [in My place, 
to represent Me and act on My behalf], He will teach you all things. And He will cause you to recall (will remind 
you of, bring to your remembrance) everything I have told you.” 

• The COMFORTER: The word “Comforter” does not only mean consolation or sympathy in sorrow or 
distress. We are not talking about a big pillow or blanket. No, it means much more. The Greek word is 
“Parakletos” and William Barclay describes the Holy Spirit’s work in this way: “The function of the Holy 
Spirit is to fill a man with the spirit of power and courage which would make him triumphantly cope 
with life. The narrowing of the word “comforter” has resulted in the undue narrowing of the work of 
the Holy Spirit.” 

• The PARAKLETOS: The Advocate or Legal Defense: William Barclay in his study of New Testament 
Words has these enlightening comments about two Greek words describing _______ the Holy Spirit is

HONORING THE HOLY SPIRIT AS OUR PARTNER - THE LAUNCHING PAD FOR SUPERNATURAL POWER 

2 Corinthians 13:14 (NKJV) – “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the communion of 

the Holy Spirit be with you all. Amen.” 

• The Word COMMUNION has two primary meanings: (1) Partnership and (2) Responsibility.  

• Partnership = business partners 

o Jesus and the Holy Spirit always worked together: (1) Jesus was conceived by the Holy Spirit 

(Luke 1:35); (2) He was empowered by the Holy Spirit (Matthew 3:16); (3) Jesus was led by the 

Holy Spirit (Matthew 4:1); (4) Jesus healed people by the power of the Holy Spirit (Acts 10:38); 

(5) He cast out demons by the power of the Holy Spirit (Matthew 12:28); (6) Jesus was raised 

from the dead by the power of the Holy Spirit (Romans 8:11); (7) Jesus was seated at God’s 

right hand in the heavenly places through the power of the Holy Spirit (Ephesians 1:19, 20).  

o Every time we see Jesus in the Gospels, He was working hand in hand with the Holy Spirit. He 

and the Holy Spirit were _________________. We must ______________ our Partner – HOLY SPIRIT 

like Jesus!  

• Responsibility = conveys the idead of taking responsibility for someone.  

o Philippians 4:14 (AMPC) – “But it was right and commendable and noble of you to contribute 

for my needs and to share my difficulties with me.” 

o (TPT) – “You’ve so graciously provided for my essential needs during this season of difficulty.” 

o This is an example of the Philippian Church taking the ‘responsibility’ for the Apostle Paul when 

he was imprisoned.  

• IN CONTEXT OF THE HOLY SPIRIT, THIS MEANS THAT JUST AS THE HOLY SPIRIT WANTS TO BECOME 

YOUR ______________, HE ALSO WANTS TO ASSUME GREAT __________________________ FOR YOU! 

o Of course, if you wish, the Holy Spirit will stand by and watch you try to do things alone, on your 

own.  

o However, the Holy Spirit has been called alongside to HELP you, to AID you and to ASSIST you. 

And, if you’ll open your heart (your spirit) to the Holy Spirit, He will assume a more active role in 

your life. He wants you to know that you are not alone – and that He will take RESPONSIBILITY for 

you!
