TWCC Sermon Connection Outline: “SEATED – Part 2” (Allowing the Holy Spirit to Ignite, Impact and Influence 

Us with Honor) 
John 16:13 – 15 (NLT) – “13 When the Spirit of truth comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his 
own but will tell you what he has heard. He will tell you about the future. 14 He will bring me glory by telling you 
whatever he receives from me. 15 All that belongs to the Father is mine; this is why I said, ‘The Spirit will tell you 
whatever he receives from me.’” 
HONORING THE HOLY SPIRIT BY ALLOWING HIM TO HELP US PRAY 

Romans 8:26 – 28 (NKJV) – “26 Likewise the Spirit also helps in our weaknesses. For we do not know what we 
should pray for as we ought, but the Spirit Himself makes intercession for us with groanings which cannot be 
uttered. 27 Now He who searches the hearts knows what the mind of the Spirit is, because He makes intercession for 
the saints according to the will of God. 28 And we know that all things work together for good to those who love 
God, to those who are the called according to His purpose.” 

• Read the AMPLIFIED CLASSIC  

• Helpeth in the KJV – Dr. T.J. McCrossan, who was a noted professor of Greek, said “…note well the word 
here translated “helpeth” (sunantilambanetai). This is the present tense, 3rd person singular of the 
depondent verb sunantilambanomai, and comes from sun, together with; anti, against; and lambano, I 
take hold of. This word, therefore, means “to take hold against together with.”  

• HELP = sun-anti-lambanomai  
o Sun – partnership and cooperation: the POSITION of the Holy Spirit (He doesn’t do the praying 

for us, but He helps us pray the right pray with the right words to get results). 
o Anti – emotion, demeanor and disposition: the ATTITUDE of the Holy Spirit (He is violently 

against anything and everything that come against you and your role, responsibility and rights IN 
CHRIST).  

o Lambanomi – to take, catch and to seize and remove: the DESIRE of the Holy Spirit (He was to 
remove and carry away from you all that has come against you).  

• IF WE DO NOT TAKE HOLD TOGETHER WITH HIM AGAINST – HE HAS NOTHING TO DO! WE MUST 
TAKE HOLD TOGETHER WITH THE HOLY SPIRIT FIRST – THEN HE WILL _________US.  

• Acts 1:8 (NLT) – “But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes upon you. And you will be my 
witnesses, telling people about me everywhere—in Jerusalem, throughout Judea, in Samaria, and to the 
ends of the earth.” 

• James 5:16b (AMPC) – “The earnest (heartfelt, continued) prayer of a righteous man makes tremendous 
power available [dynamic in its working].” 

• One meaning of the Greek word translated “power” here in these verses is ___________. Another way to 
say it is this “After the Holy Spirit comes upon you, you shall receive ABILITY.” Ability to do what? To be 
witnesses and make tremendous power available to do dynamic works! 

o Now the Holy Spirit is not going to do the ___________________ – you are going to do the 
witnessing with His ______________.  

o Likewise, the Holy Spirit will not do your praying for you – but you are going to be __________ to 
pray with His _____________. He (The Holy Spirit) will ___________ you do it.  

We are the ones who are responsible to 
spread the Gospel! We are the ones who are responsible to PRAY. The Holy Spirit is our HELPER and 
partner in this business. We ____________ the Holy Spirit by asking for His help and allowing Him to help.  

• Read 1 Corinthians 14:2, 4, 14 – 15 (NKJV) and (AMPC) 

• Jude 20 (NLT) – “But you, dear friends, must build each other up in your most holy faith, pray in the 
power of the Holy Spirit.”

• W.E. Vine’s Expository Dictionary of New Testament Words defines the Greek word (Infirmities or 
Weaknesses) as: want (lack) of strength; weakness; indicating inability to produce results.

• Ephesians 6:18 (AMPC) – “Pray at all times (on every occasion, in every season) in the Spirit, with all 
[manner of] prayer and entreaty. To that end keep alert and watch with strong 
purpose and perseverance, interceding in behalf of all the saints (God’s consecrated people).”
